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Mozambique votes on 28 October in 3 elections; presidential, parliamentary and provincial. There are 3 presidential candidates, current president and candidate of the ruling party Frelimo, Armando Guebuza; Afonso Dhlkama standing for the 4th time as presidential candidate of Renamo and Daviz Simango the Mayor of Beira, is the candidate of the MDM, the party he founded.
Nearly 10 million Mozambicans are registered to vote including Mozambicans in Africa and Europe.

Only Frelimo and Renamo are fielding candidates in all provinces after the Electoral Commission and Constitutional Court threw out an appeal by the MDM, who will therefore be fielding candidates in 4 provinces.

The EU is fielding an election observer team of 110 led by the Liberal Democrat MEP for the North East of England Fiona Hall. 

Most commentators expect President Guebuza and Frelimo to win comfortably.
