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Country Profile: Malawi 
 

 

Most Malawians rely on subsistence farming, but food supply is precarious and the 

country is prone to natural disasters of extremes, from drought to heavy rainfalls - 

putting it in need of thousands of tonnes of food aid every year. 
 

 

HISTORY 

For three decades Malawi's destiny was tied to its totalitarian president-for-life, Kamuzu 
Banda. In the mid-1990s under popular pressure, elections were held, and he lost - giving 
Malawians a taste for multi-party democracy. His successor, Bakili Muluzi, removed many of 
the repressions of the Banda years, but the leadership was accused of corruption. Social 

problems persist, including poverty and the high rate of HIV-Aids infection.  

 
 
 

RECENT SITUATION 
Malawi has been pushed by world financial bodies to free up its economy. Since the mid-
1990s it has privatised many state-run corporations. Its single major natural resource, 
agricultural land, is under severe pressure from rapid population growth. A programme to 
tackle HIV-Aids was launched in 2004, with President Muluzi revealing that his brother had 
died from the disease. Malawi boasts a variety of landscapes, from wetlands and lakes to 
mountains and forests. National parks and game reserves beckon visitors. More than half the 
population lives below the poverty line. Moves are under way to exploit uranium reserves to 
boost meagre export earnings. Until January 2008, Malawi was one of only six African 
countries to maintain diplomatic ties with Taiwan rather than China.

purchasing power parity, PPP, income). 
 
*2 The Human Poverty Index for developing countries (HPI-1), focuses on the proportion of people below a threshold level in the same  dimensions of 

human development as the HDI. 
 

*3 The Gini coefficient is most prominently used as a measure of inequality of wealth distribution. A value of 0 represents absolute equality, and a value 
of 100 absolute inequality.
